Go
in person. If you’re dealing with a bank that still has brick-
and-mortar locations, visiting one might yield you the best
possible customer service. Establish a relationship with
your contact. Even if the teller or customer service
representative at your bank can’t immediately solve your
problem, he or she may be able to help you get in touch
with the person who can. If you can find someone locally
who can hold your hand, guide you, and take responsibility
for the next steps, that's a big game-changer.
