Our Lenten Journey comes to an end... but our new life in the Resurrected Lord begins!

Triduum comes from two Latin words — tres and dies which translated means a space of three days. The Paschal Triduum
begins with the Mass of the Lord’s Supper with the words, “We should glory in the Cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, in whom
is our salvation and life...” We will once again join Christ and his disciples as they eat together and he washes their feet,
giving us an example and mandate for humble service, and we keep vigil with the Lord — We gather on Friday to remember
the Cross, the journey and the promise it holds- we walk the 14 stations with Jesus and with the cross in our sight we recall
his passion and death, praying for the world and embracing the cross with the simple gesture of quiet adoration — We
meet once again on Saturday to celebrate the “mother of vigils” hearing the stories of creation and of our salvation
history. We sing our Easter Alleluia, celebrate our Baptism, and by the end of the Triduum, we will be a changed
community as we welcome new members through the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation, and Eucharist.

In the Sacred Triduum, the Church solemnly celebrates the greatest mysteries of redemption, keeping by means of special
celebrations the memorial of the Lord, crucified, buried, and risen.

BLAME IT ON COVID! — We're being told to expect a
bumpy tax filing season. The IRS offices and phone lines
are still not fully staffed because of the coronavirus
restrictions, so getting live assistance will be difficult.
(Well, more difficult than usual, that is!) Also, the agency is
still processing a backlog of millions of 2019 returns. Some
taxpayers who filed paper returns last year just as the
pandemic hit are still waiting for their tax refunds. So, if
you’re still waiting for yours, you’re not alone. That might
be a small comfort.

UPDATE ON FAIRFAX COUNTY RECenters — With so many
gyms, community centers, and parks closed, it may be
difficult to stay physically active. Luckily, Fairfax County
RECenters have reopened with social distancing measures
in place at all nine locations. Temperature checks are
required for all RECenter staff, members,and guests before
entering the buildings, and everyone is required to wear a
mask or face covering when not actively exercising.
Directional signs help limit contact with others, and 30-
minute intervals between reservations give staff time to
disinfect equipment and high-touch surfaces before it is
used next.
