ARE YOU ELIGIBLE FOR SNAP? — The Supplemental
Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) can be used like cash
to buy food from authorized retailers and online from
Amazon and Walmart but cannot be used for delivery fees.

Recipients receive an Electronic Benefit Transfer (EBT) card.

Your account is debited each time eligible food items are
purchased. A special Personal Identification Number is
required. Your household must meet certain requirements
to be eligible for SNAP benefits. The application process
can be done by computer or phone — no need to come in
person. To apply online, visit https://
commonhelp.virginia.gov/access, or call 1-855-635-4370 to
apply over the phone. For more information, call the
Department of Family Services Customer Care Line, 703-
324-7500, TTY 711.

SOME SENIOR CENTERS NOW OPEN - After being closed
for more than a year, select Fairfax County Senior Centers
re-opened to the public at the end of June. Staff and
instructor-led programs are not being offered but are
scheduled to resume when senior centers open at full
capacity on September 7, 2021. If you're not fully
vaccinated against COVID-19, wear a mask during your
visit; you’ll also be required to sign a liability waiver to visit
senior centers.

While some locations remain closed at this time, such as
Bailey’s Hollin Hall, James Lee, Pimmit Hills, Providence,
and South County Senior Centers, all the others are open
Tuesday through Friday, 9 am-4 pm. The re-opened
locations include Herndon, Lewisville, Lincolnian, Little
River Glen, Lorton, and Sully Senior Centers.

ALZHEIMER’S BREAKTHROUGH? - The approval in June of
aducanumab, the first Alzheimer’s medication that could
slow the progress of the disease, was hailed as a hopeful
moment. But experts warned it was just a step in that
effort and far from a final victory over the disease.
Biogen’s drug, which will go by the brand name Aduhelm,
was approved by the FDA on the condition that the
company continues studies to prove it works to break up
sticky plagues of protein in the brain associated with
Alzheimer’s. Scientists believe this could slow the disease
but not reverse it. It wasn’t immediately clear if Medicare
or private insurance companies would pay for the drug,
priced at $56,000 for a year’s therapy.

Many questions remain. Identical clinical trials have been
inconsistent and inconclusive. Only about a third of the six
million Americans with Alzheimer’s show evidence of the
plaques the drug attacks. The drug doesn’t come as a pill;
it must be administered intravenously every four weeks.
And of course, there are side effects, which can include
temporary swelling in the brain. However, it's a beginning,
successful treatment has to start somewhere. Thisis a
topic that’s going to be watched closely by the entire
world.
