We, the Catholic Bishops of the Province of Baltimore and the Archdiocese of Washington, give thanks to Almighty God for 
the progress our country has made in curbing the coronavirus pandemic.  The average number of new cases of COVID-19 
continues to decline due to the observance of safety protocols and the increase of the availability of the vaccine.  At this 
time, many places in our region are enjoying a return to some sense of normalcy.  Therefore, we are lifting the 
dispensation of the Sunday and Holy Days Mass obligation in the Archdiocese of Baltimore, the Archdiocese of 
Washington, and the Dioceses of Arlington, Richmond, Wheeling-Charleston, and Wilmington and reinstating that 
obligation beginning on Saturday, June 26, 2021 and Sunday, June 27, 2021.

ASSISTANCE FOR COVID FUNERAL EXPENSES – The Federal 
Emergency Management Agency is taking applications to 
reimburse funeral expenses for people who died from 
COVID-19.  The costs must have incurred after January 20, 
2020, for a person who died of the virus in the U.S. or a 
territory.  Some expenses eligible for reimbursement 
include a casket or urn, headstone, transfer of remains, 
cremation or interment, and burial plot.  Required 
documents include a death certificate listing the likely 
cause as COVID-19 or COVID-19-like symptoms and 
receipts for the expenses.  You can be reimbursed for more 
than one funeral, but the amount is limited to $9,000 per 
funeral and $35,500 per applicant per state or territory. 
There is no online application.  To apply, call 844-684-6333 
between 9 am-9 pm M-F.   For more information, visit 
fema.gov/disasters/coronavirus/economic/funeral-
assistance.
